ear eompletion.

CHILDREN'S VILLAGE

The Children's Villege is o home for 68
dependent childrcn, Their ages range Crom
four months to 15 yeurs, Mr,., rmd Mrs., Hoerry
Matsumoto, whe eame from the Jopanese Children'’s
Home, @ Protestant crganization in los Angeles,
are in charge of the institution, None of the
other reloecation centers has an orphanage. Thus,
Manzanar receives all the dependent children of
Japanese ancesiry.

HOSPITAL

The hospital is direeted by Dr, Morse Little
who has three evacuee doctors assisting him.
Because of the erowded& barrack conditions, pub=-
lic health work is very important. Over
out-patient cases are seen monthly. fourteen
nurse’s aides and £if teen orderlies are re-
ceiving hospital traininge
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VICTORY GARDENS

The small gardens- inside the center are
owned end worked by the individuals of the
ccmmunity. Great pride is taken in producing
fine vegetables and beautiful flowers,.

MANZANAR @ ARMS

The Manzader & arms under “the supervision
of Mr, robert McConnpell play & vital part in
producing food for the residents of the commu-
nity. 411 varietles of vegetables are planted
within its turee hundred. twenty-five acres. Up to
the present time over 600 tcns of vegetebles
have becn produged. It is anticipated that
over 2000 tcns of produce will be harvested
by the end of the piesent season. With the
addition of the poultry fam and hog farm
whiech are now being develcped it is hoped
thet Manzanar will tecome increasingly self -
sustaining.

MANZANLR COUPERATIVE hNTEEPHISES, INC.

" The Manzehar Cooperative founded cn Hoche
dele principles is evacuec-owned and evacuec-
opcrated, Its primery purposc is "to supplement
the meintchonee provided the evocuces by the
Menzenar War Relocotion Area with the best possi-
blc quality of goods and services neceded by the
members at the lowest pessible costl"

The stures and services of the Cocperative
include:a canteen, dry 8uvds store, laundry depot,

artificial Clower-
mcking department, shpe repulr shop, check cashiag
and money rder deertmont watch repair scrvice,
berber and beauty perlors. It mainteins an cut—

dcir theatre which rrovides the residents weekly
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movies {ree of charge. It also underwrites @ por-
tion of the printing cost of the Manzanar P ree Pross, a
bi-weekly publication of the center. During the

first year of operation these stores registered a
gross sales of approximately seven hundred thousand
dollars.

. Net earnings are returned to its consumer mem-
bers quarterly in the form of patronage refunds
af ter authorized expenses have been deducted.

Membership in the Cooperative is open to any-

one who has attained the age of sixteen. The prese.
ent paid-up membership numbers 6630 persons.
